Birthed
from the endless efforts of local
volunteers and community leaders, such
as Senior Pastor Wanda Grooms of Bible
Teachers International — the program
draws attention to the need for a greater
intervention.

In partnership with Habitat for Humanity of
Martin County, the Restore-Revitalize-Rebuild
Youth Program (a 501c3 project) will not only
provide rehabilitative housing for youth, but will
include training, work opportunities,
mentorship, chances to further education and
become a productive member of the community.
The project also encompasses the opening of a
restaurant and thrift store, which will help create
needed employment.

To benefit the program, a fundraiser is being
held at the Timer Powers Park in Indiantown,
Florida on Saturday, November 19t from 9AM to
6PM. The event is free and open to the public.
Guests are invited to enjoy a variety of activities,
foods, music, drama, art auctions and raffles, as
well as free concerts by recording artists Michael
the GodChild and Helen Miller!
